mm WALKING WITH ASYLUM SEEKERS

Here is an example of a real ministry; an opportunity for the
Newman community to be a part of a response to a critical, current
need. Carla is a member of Nuestra Senora de las Montanas,
the Dominican laity chapter in Albuquerque, New Mexico. She
wrote this account at my request because I wanted to share it with
this community. She recently began to work with Albuquerque
InterFaith, responding to the flood of asylees moving through the
Southwest United States.

600 Words on the Asylee Experience

A friend describes this as "transfiguration”; an encounter in

which Christ is met and revealed, where people are returned to
themselves, remembering the dignity of who they are and who they
are called to be.

It is a simple practice of accompaniment in moving parts. ICE or
Border Patrol will sometimes bus asylees to places of welcome and
concern scattered across the Southwest. Albuquerque, New Mexico is
currently the city furthest from the "processing" centers, and we are
grateful immigration authorities have agreed to bring them this far.

After a harrowing journey from Central America, families arrive

at the US/Mexico border. Either at port of entry or along invisible
desolate desert line, a family begs asylum. They actively pursue
and willingly submit to US rules and regulations. These "legal"
immigrants are then taken to an ICE detention center. Stripped of
shoelaces and sometimes personal effects (watches, photos,

Bibles) they wait a day, maybe a week or more. At best they stay
(men and women and children in disparate groupings) in small
cement rooms with a toilet. They are given aluminum space blankets
for warmth and comfort. Others asylees have been held for days
behind chain link fences along busy thoroughfares, one hundred to
a site with three port-a-potties among them.

During this detention, asylum seekers' sponsors are verified,
fingerprints are taken and run through databases. If requirements

are met, adults are fitted with ankle monitors, given papers
declaring asylee status, identification numbers, and court hearing
dates. Then families are put on a bus with armed guards and barred
windows and driven away.

In our case, the bus arrives to an informal gauntlet of welcome. As
people step off the bus, we note the fine covering of dust and tear
stained faces — evidence of fear, assault, indignity and exhaustion.
A few weep openly. A few smile broadly and embrace us as they
pass. We offer greetings in varying volumes and levels of coherent
Spanish. "Bienvenidos!" "We welcome you!" "We are not ICE!" "You
are our guests!" In mutual appraisal — babies in arms, teenagers,
bashful preschoolers, mothers, fathers, sisters and brothers — we
recognize ourselves.

Together we process into the hotel lobby to share simple food and
water. Asylees are assigned and escorted, two families to a room.
Bilingual volunteers make the initial calls to sponsors, asking
them to buy and then send ASAP the confirmation numbers for
travel tickets. As asylees have worn the same clothing for weeks,
the next almost desperate need, is for clean clothes and a bath, and
sometimes a visit to the medical team.

Medical needs tend to be "first aid"; a cold, a case of the flu, a rash
acquired sleeping beneath a trash-strewn overpass. Everyone is
dehydrated. Young mothers are anxious about the sudden inability
to breast-feed. One man went to the ER with a kidney stone.

Each "bus," with its fifty stories and faces, has been an immersion
into another world. Ideas of "us" and "them" begin to dissolve.
Ideas of "borders" are challenged. It isn't about politics, about
"nice" or feeling good. It is about the reality Jesus lived, that Paul
proclaimed; what we do to the least, we do to Christ. There are no
outsiders — all of us belong to each other.

Transfiguration shines out in all directions. The asylees wash

away the memory-laden grime and shed the worn clothes of
fraught journeys. I find myself continually relieved of small fears,
the burdens of "being right," an endless count of a thousand
unnecessary things. We are known and embraced and made whole
in the body of Christ.
